Notwithstanding the foregoing, it is 

acknowledged by the University that the College is subject to the New York State Freedom 

of Information Law, as set forth in Public Officers Law, Article 6, which mandates public 

access to government records.  Each party hereby acknowledges and agrees that the other 

party shall have the obligation to disclose only such information as is required by law and 

that any such disclosure will be limited to the extent that the disclosing party considers proper 

under the law.  If either party is directed or ordered to provide or disclose any information or 

matter by public authority or otherwise required to do so by law, such party shall promptly 

notify the party whose information is being provided or disclosed. 
 

2. Neither party is authorized to use or distribute the other institution’s logo and/or name for 



employees or subcontractors or participate in any Union grievance or other proceedings 

relative to the College’s employees or subcontractors except as a fact witness.  
 

9. Force Majeure.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this  Agreement, 

neither party shall not be liable, nor shall any credit or other remedy be extended, for such 

party’s failure, in whole or in part, to fulfill its obligation
